 This is the most exciting time of the year for our 
ministry. This past month I made 35 visits to our 
schools and had many conversations with students 
and adults. I have seen God work in amazing ways 
in our schools.  Two young men at Blake HS have 
started their first ever Legacy Club. They signed up 
87 students to a weekly Bible Study that one will 
lead. The Gideons have partnered with us to hand 
out more than 1200 Bibles to students in our 
inaugural meetings.
